Angelic hosts were at your tomb, and the guards became
as dead men; and Mary stood by the tomb seeking your
immaculate body. You despoiled Hades, and were not
tried thereby; you met the Virgin, and granted us life. O
Lord, who are risen from the dead: glory to you.

For the Holy Fathers. P1. 4 Mode.

You are supremely glorified, O Christ our God, who
established our Fathers as beacons upon the earth, and
through them guided us all to the true faith. O most-
Merciful One, glory to You.

For the Ascension. 4" Mode.
You ascended in glory, O Christ our God, after You
filled the Disciples with joy, by promising to
send them the Holy Spirit, and You blessed them and
established their faith, that You are the Son of
God, the Redeemer of the world.

For St. Nektarios. 1%t Mode.
Let us faithful show honor to that son of Selyvria,
Aegina’s protector, who appeared in these latter
years: Nektarios, the virtue-loving saint, and God-
inspired servant of the Lord. He pours forth abundant
healings to those who pray and cry out with a
reverent voice: “Glory to Christ, who glorified you!
Glory to him for your miracles! Glory to him for all
the cures that he works through you!”

As we joyfully commemorate the welcome arrival of
your sacred Relics, holy Hierarch Nektarios, we call
upon the grace of God in you, which sanctifies our
bodies and our souls. You alleviate our suffering and
you cure the illnesses afflicting us. Glory to Christ,
who glorified you! Glory to Him for your miracles!
Glory to Him for all the cures that He works through
you.

For the Holy Unmercenaries.
O HOLY Unmercenaries and wonderworkers, visit
our infirmities; freely you received, freely give to us.
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Kontakion of the Ascension. PI. 24 Mode.
Having, for our sake, fulfilled the great dispensation and
united things on earth with those of the heavens, You
were lifted and taken in glory, O Christ our God, yet not
separate from any place, but remaining for eternity, and
thus shouting to those who love You: “Lo, I am with you,
and thus there is none against you.”

APOSTOLIC READING - Acts 20:16 — 18, 28 — 36
In those days, Paul had decided to sail past Ephesus,
so that he might not have to spend time in Asia; for he
was hastening to be at Jerusalem, if possible, on the
day of Pentecost. And from Miletus he sent to
Ephesus and called to him the elders of the church.
And when they came to him, he said to them: “Take
heed to yourselves and to all the flock, in which the
Holy Spirit has made you overseers, to care for the
church of the Lord and God, which he obtained with
his own blood. I know that after my departure fierce
wolves will come in among you, not sparing the flock;
and from among your own selves will arise men
speaking perverse things, to draw away the disciples
after them. Therefore be alert, remembering that for
three years I did not cease night or day to admonish
every one with tears. And now I commend you to
God and to the word of his grace, which is able to
build you up and to give you the inheritance among
all those who are sanctified. I coveted no one’s silver
or gold or apparel. You yourselves know that these
hands ministered to my necessities, and to those who
were with me. In all things I have shown you that by
so toiling one must help the weak, remembering the
words of the Lord Jesus, how he said, ‘it is more
blessed to give than to receive.”” And when he had
spoken thus, he knelt down and prayed with them all.

GOSPEL READING - Jn.17:1-13

At that time, Jesus lifted up his eyes to heaven and
said, “Father, the hour has come; glorify your Son that
the Son may glorify you, since you have given him



power over all flesh, to give eternal life to all whom
you have given him. And this is eternal life, that they
know you the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom
you have sent. I glorified you on earth, having
accomplished the work which you gave me to do; and
now, Father, you glorify me in your own presence
with the glory which I had with you before the world
was made. I have manifested your name to the men
whom you gave me out of the world; yours they were,
and you gave them to me, and they have kept your
word. Now they know that everything that you have
given me is from you; for I have given them the words
which you gave me, and they have received them and
know in truth that I came from you; and they have
believed that you did send me. I am praying for them;
I am not praying for the world but for those whom
you have given me, for they are mine; all mine are
yours, and yours are mine, and I am glorified in them.
And now I am no more in the world, but they are in
the world, and I am coming to you. Holy Father, keep
them in your name, which you have given me, that
they may be one, even as we are one. While I was with
them in the world, I kept them in your name; those
whom you have given me I have guarded, and none
of them is lost but the son of perdition, that the
scripture might be fulfilled. But now I am coming to
you; and these things I speak in the world, that they
may have my joy fulfilled in themselves.”

THE NICENE CREED

I believe in one God, Father Almighty, Creator of
heaven and earth, and of all things visible and
invisible. And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-
begotten Son of God, begotten of the Father before all
ages; Light of Light, true God of true God, begotten,
not created, of one essence with the Father, through
Whom all things were made. Who for us men and for
our salvation came down from heaven and was
incarnate of the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary and
became man. He was crucified for us under Pontius
Pilate, and suffered and was buried; And He rose on
the third day, according to the Scriptures. He
ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand
of the Father; And He will come again with glory to
judge the living and the dead. His kingdom shall have

no end. And in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the Creator
of life, Who proceeds from the Father, Who together
with the Father and the Son is worshiped and
glorified, Who spoke through the prophets. In one,
holy, catholic, and apostolic Church. I confess one
baptism for the forgiveness of sins. I look for the
resurrection of the dead, and the life of the age to
come.

I believe and confess, Lord, that You are truly the
Christ, the Son of the living God, Who came into the
world to save sinners, of whom I am the first. I also
believe that this is truly Your pure Body and that this
is truly Your precious Blood. Therefore, I pray to You,
have mercy upon me, and forgive my transgressions,
voluntary and involuntary, in word and deed, known
and unknown and make me worthy, without
condemnation, to partake of Your pure Mysteries for
the forgiveness of sins and for life eternal. Amen.
How shall I, who am unworthy, enter into the
splendor of Your saints? If I dare to enter into the
bridal chamber, my clothing will accuse me, since it is
not a wedding garment; and being bound up, I shall
be cast out by the angels. In Your love, Lord, cleanse
my soul and save me. Loving Master, Lord Jesus
Christ, my God, let not these Holy Gifts be to my
condemnation because of my unworthiness, but for
the cleansing and sanctification of soul and body and
the pledge of future life and Kingdom. It is good for
me to cling to God and to place in Him the hope of my
salvation. Receive me today, Son of God, as a partaker
of Your mystical supper. I will not reveal your
mystery to Your adversaries. Nor will I give You a
kiss as did Judas. But as the thief, I confess to You:
Lord, Remember me in Your Kingdom.
