Apolytikion of the Resurrection. 

Plagal 4th Mode. 

You descended from on high, O Compassionate 

one; you submitted to a three-day burial, that you 

might free us from our passions, O our Life and 

Resurrection, O Lord: glory to you. 
 

For the Saints 4th Mode. 

Clothed as in purple and fine linen with the blood 

of your Martyrs throughout the world, your 

Church cries out to you through them, Christ God: 

Send down your pity on your people; give peace to 

your commonwealth, and to our souls your great 

mercy. 
 

Kontakion. 4th Mode. 

O Lord, the world is bringing forth, as its first 

fruits, an offering to You, who planted creation, 

and thus presents all the God-bearing 

Martyr saints. At their fervent entreaties, fill Your 

Church with abundant peace and tranquility, and 

through the Theotokos preserve it like this, Most 

Merciful. 
 

For St. Nektarios. 1st Mode. 

Let us faithful show honor to that son of Selyvria, 

Aegina’s protector, who appeared in these latter 

years: Nektarios, the virtue-loving saint, and God-

inspired servant of the Lord. He pours forth 

abundant healings to those who pray and cry out 

with a reverent voice: “Glory to Christ, who 

glorified you! Glory to him for your miracles! Glory 

to him for all the cures that he works through you!” 
 

As we joyfully commemorate the welcome arrival 

of your sacred Relics, holy Hierarch Nektarios, we 

call upon the grace of God in you, which sanctifies 

our bodies and our souls. You alleviate our 

suffering and you cure the illnesses afflicting us. 

Glory to Christ, who glorified you! Glory to Him 

for your miracles! Glory to Him for all the cures 

that He works through you. 
 

For the Holy Unmercenaries. 

O HOLY Unmercenaries and wonderworkers, visit 

our infirmities; freely you received, freely give to 

us. 
 

APOSTOLIC READING · Heb. 11:33-40; 12:1-2  

Brethren, all the saints through faith conquered 

kingdoms, enforced justice, received promises, 

stopped the mouths of lions, quenched raging fire, 

escaped the edge of the sword, won strength out of 

weakness, became mighty in war, put foreign 

armies to flight. Women received their dead by 

resurrection. Some were tortured, refusing to 

accept release, that they might rise again to a better 

life. Others suffered mocking and scourging, and 

even chains and imprisonment. They were stoned, 

they were sawn in two, they were tempted, they 

were killed with the sword; they went about in 

skins of sheep and goats, destitute, afflicted, ill-

treated — of whom the world was not worthy — 

wandering over deserts and mountains and in dens 

and caves of the earth. And all these, though well 

attested by their faith, did not receive what was 

promised, since God had foreseen something better 

for us, that apart from us they should not be made 

perfect. Therefore, since we are surrounded by so 

great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside 

every weight, and sin that easily distracts, and let 

us run with perseverance the race that is set before 

us, looking to Jesus the pioneer and perfecter of 

faith. 

 

 



GOSPEL READING  ·  Mt. 10:32-33;37-38; 19:27-30 

The Lord said to his disciples, “Every one who 

acknowledges me before men, I also will 

acknowledge before my Father who is in heaven; 

but whoever denies me before men, I also will deny 

him before my Father who is in heaven. He who 

loves father or mother more than me is not worthy 

of me; and he who loves son or daughter more than 

me is not worthy of me; and he who does not take 

his cross and follow me is not worthy of me.” Peter 

said in reply, “Lo, we have left everything and 

followed you. What then shall we have?” Jesus said 

to them, “Truly, I say to you, in the new world, 

when the Son of man shall sit on his glorious 

throne, you who have followed me will also sit on 

twelve thrones, judging the twelve tribes of Israel. 

And every one who has left houses or brothers or 

sisters or father or mother or children or lands, for 

my name’s sake, will receive a hundredfold, and 

inherit eternal life. But many that are first will be 

last, and the last first.”  
 

THE NICENE CREED                                                         
I believe in one God, Father Almighty, Creator of 

heaven and earth, and of all things visible and 

invisible. And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-

begotten Son of God, begotten of the Father before 

all ages; Light of Light, true God of true God, 

begotten, not created, of one essence with the 

Father, through Whom all things were made. Who 

for us men and for our salvation came down from 

heaven and was incarnate of the Holy Spirit and 

the Virgin Mary and became man.

I confess one baptism for the 

forgiveness of sins. I look for the resurrection of the 

dead, and the life of the age to come.

 I believe and confess, Lord, that You are truly the 

Christ, the Son of the living God, Who came into 

the world to save sinners, of whom I am the first. I 

also believe that this is truly Your pure Body and 

that this is truly Your precious Blood. Therefore, I 

pray to You, have mercy upon me, and forgive my 

transgressions, voluntary and involuntary, in word 

and deed, known and unknown and make me 

worthy, without condemnation, to partake of Your 

pure Mysteries for the forgiveness of sins and for 

life eternal. Amen. How shall I, who am unworthy, 

enter into the splendor of Your saints? If I  dare to 

enter into the bridal chamber, my clothing will 

accuse me, since it is not a wedding garment; and 

being bound up, I shall be cast out by the angels. In 

Your love, Lord, cleanse my soul and save me. 

Loving Master, Lord Jesus Christ, my God, let not 

these Holy Gifts be to my condemnation because of 

my unworthiness, but for the cleansing and 

sanctification of soul and body and the pledge of 

future life and Kingdom. It is good for me to cling 

to God and to place in Him the hope of my 

salvation. Receive me today, Son of God, as a 

partaker of Your mystical supper. I will not reveal 

your mystery to Your adversaries. Nor will I give 

You a kiss as did Judas. But as the thief, I confess to 

You: Lord, Remember me in Your Kingdom.
